Delta Air Lines allows two free checked bags to Tokyo as long as they meet size and weight requirements.  See 
www.flightoffriendship.com, under Trip Preparations for specifics of Delta Air Lines.  Due to transportation limitations in Japan, 
we encourage you to consolidate and bring minimal bags. 
 
Whether traveling on Delta 617, or another flight, please follow these guidelines in preparation for your international flight: 

 
• Check with your airline for appropriate check in options.  Most airlines allow for online check in within 24 hours prior to 

your flight time. 
• Allow adequate time at the airport to complete the check in process and clear security.  Most airlines request that you 

arrive at the airport 2 – 3 hours prior to your flight time. 
• Be sure you are carrying a valid Passport. 
• If a minor is traveling (under the age of 18), they must carry with them the appropriate notarized parental consent form.

Monday May 30: Arrive Tokyo 
 
Upon arrival at Narita Airport, everyone will claim their bags and proceed through Customs and Immigrations.  Those on the 
group flight will be met by a representative from JTB and escorted to a waiting motorcoach. 
 
If you are arriving on an earlier flight into Tokyo and joining the group transfer, you will also be met by a JTB representative 
holding a Flight Of Friendship sign in front of the exit.  They have everyone’s names and arrival times.  JTB staff will take you to 
the place where other members will be gathered first, then give some ideas how to spend extra time in the airport if you need to 
wait.  However, if you have a long wait, they will not wait with you.  You will need to come back the promised place by specified 
time.

Tuesday May 31: Full Day in Tokyo 
 
Enjoy breakfast at the hotel; which is included in your room rate.  Dress for the day will be business casual. 
 
9:00am:  Gather in the hotel lobby for motorcoach transfer to the US Embassy for a morning welcome and briefing.  A personal 
greeting will be extended by the US Ambassador to Japan. 
 
Immediately following the briefing, the motorcoaches will depart for the Fuji Television Headquarters. 
 

Lit by lasers at night, Fuji TV Building is the headquarters of Fuji Television, one of Japan’s private, nationwide TV 
stations and is the landmark of Odaiba. The 25 storey building was designed by Japanese Architect Kenzo Tange took 
nearly three years to construct and is fully earthquake proof. 

11:30am:  Arrive Fuji Television for a tour of this remarkable structure and a greeting by their Chairman and other dignitaries.  
 
While at Fuji TV, they will host Flight Of Friendship travelers to a private Bento luncheon. 
 
2:00pm:   Time approximate.  Depart Fuji Television for Asakusa Kannon & Nakamise shopping arcade.  Upon arrival you will 
have time on your own to shop and sightsee.   
 
4:00pm:  Everyone reconvenes at the motorcoach for a return transfer to the hotel.  The coaches should return to the hotel at 
approximately 5:00pm. 
 
5:45pm:  Those that signed up to attend the special dinner at the Oregon Bar & Grill should meet in the hotel lobby for a 
motorcoach transfer.  Dress for the evening is business casual.

Arrive Sendai and proceed directly to Sendai TV for a presentation on the devastation that 
has struck the region and a briefing by Peace Winds regarding the following days volunteer efforts. 
 
3:00pm:  Depart Sendai TV for a visit to a nearby Temple for a remembrance to those that were lost in the earthquake and 
tsunami.
